The Board continues to receive updates from
Board member Diane McMahon on the ongoing
Stewardship Campaign for FY09.

January after service.

Also, Treasurer and Board member Mac
McMahon is keeping the Board apprised of the
continuing progress on transferring our
bookkeeping duties to an outside service. The
total switchover has taken slightly longer than
expected (as with everything, it seems!), but we
seem to be in the final stages of working out the
glitches, along with the assistance of the Finance
Committee.

The efforts to form and structure a Governance
Committee continue under the guidance of
former Board member Andrew Weber, and
current Board member Diane McMahon, with
input also from myself.

The Board had the pleasure at the January
meeting of officially providing support, in the
name of the congregation, to Andrew Weber in
his candidacy for fellowship in the UUA as a
minister. We wish Andrew the best of luck, and
are sure he will make a tremendous minister. In
speaking to some long term members and those
familiar with AUUC history, this may be the first
