Operation Save A
Life at AUUC

Earlier this year, the homelessness task force at
Allegheny was brainstorming ideas for a project
we could do for our neighbors without the
comforts of a home. Willie Dawson suggested
that we make sandwiches for Operation Save A
Life, an outreach program under the Allegheny
County Community Human Services umbrella.
On Tuesdays & Wednesdays, a small band of
people venture out to make connections with the
homeless on the North Side (Tuesdays) and
Downtown (Wednesdays) and provide a lunch
bag, clean socks and toiletries. The goal is to
establish relationships with the homeless, and
help provide them with services they may need,
and ultimately, get them into housing.
Sometimes it succeeds but it is a long process.

This past Thursday, before Shelter Meal, we all
met in Founders' Hall - 16 people came, some
who are members of the community, not just the
church, and we decided to start making
sandwiches right away. We will meet this
Tuesday at 6 p.m. and make our first batch. We
will iron out any wrinkles in the process the first
few weeks, and will provide a sign up sheet for
anyone who wants to volunteer throughout the
month. It isn't something one must commit to
every week - we just need a small group of pi
(4-6 per week or so) to help out.

We also need men's white socks - new and over
the calf - to hand out on our rounds. Please

Also
knowledge of the district is important---
congregations and geography, programs and
initiatives, strengths and opportunities, lay and
ministerial leadership---as is a track record of
effective group work and leadership in a variety
of life settings. An understanding and
commitment to our association’s anti-racist,
anti-oppressions, multicultural journey and
future is essential. Some understanding and
experience with Policy Governance would be
helpful. The election process of a District UUA
Trustee is spelled out in our bylaws and requires
that interested parties file a statement of intent
and a letter of nomination from their
congregational president by September 26th. If
you are interested in this position, please gt t
OMD website at <www.ohiomeadville.org> and
click on "UUA Trustee" or call the district office
to learn more.
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
