Getting funds into Haiti since the disastrous
earthquake has been extremely difficult.
Large-scale relief operations remain snarled in
logistical challenges and massive distributions are
at times chaotic and sometimes violent.

The best relief efforts are those of local Haitian
grassroots organizations who are swiftly and
efficiently getting relief to their communities.
Your donations to the Unitarian Universalist
Service Committee (UUSC) relief fund support
the work of grassroots organizations like these:
» Papaye Peasant Movement is providing trans-
portation to people leaving the capital, running a
shelter in Papaye out of their training center,
providing food for people in the hospital in
Hinche and to peasant families who are taking in
earthquake survivors.

» The Lambi Fund of Haiti is supplying
community groups in rural areas that are
receiving earthquake survivors from the city.

* ActionAid USA, a UUSC sister organization, is
organizing supplies and logistics for two grass-
roots organizations -- COZPAM

(Platform of Community Organizations of the
Port-au-Prince Metropolitan Zone) in Port-au-
Prince and CROSE (Regional Coordination of
Southeast Organizations) in Jacmel - to help
them distribute food, cooking and sanitary
supplies, and water containers to earthquake
survivors.

Thank you to all of you who have already given
to help UUSC respond to the humanitarian crisis
in Haiti. Your donation is restricted to the
UUSC/UUA Joint Haiti Earthquake Relief Fund.
UUSC sends $0.92 of every dollar you donate to
support relief and recovery efforts on the ground.
The remaining $.08 covers essential adminis-
trative expenses such as wire transfer fees to sen
funds to Haiti, calls between our office and our
partners on the ground, and temporary hires to
support our rapid response.

UUA & UUSC Training for Volunteers at Legal Unitarian
Clinics for Haitians Applying for Temporary Universalist
Protected Status (TPS) Association News

On January 15, 2010, the Obama administration
announced that Haitians in the United States
prior to the earthquake may apply for Temporary
Protected Status (TPS), which would allow them
to legally live and work in the United States for
the next 18 months without fear of deportation.

It is estimated that this program will help 100,000
to 200,000 Haitians currently in the United
States.

UUA and UUSC are setting up and supporting

legal clinics for TPS applicants in select regybns

the country. At these clinics, volunteers will help

provide information, advice, and assistance in

filling out the necessary forms, as well as help in
completing the employment authorization and

TPS fee-waiver applications.
