This week | also had a nice conversation with
Michael Glass about the current status of
Northside Common Ministries. The merger with
Goodwill Industries seems to be going well, and
currently there are quite a few needed repairs
being done to the building on Brighton Road.
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These include repair and stabilization of the
exterior brick walls and major roof work. There
are also plans for interior repairs and remodeling
which will enable NCM to better serve its clients.

Unfortunately, in the recent storms the facility

did suffer heavy damage. There was major water
damage to the interior including the
administrative offices and the men’s shelter
room. Currently they are only able to operate at
half capacity (about 15 clients) until settlement i
reached with the insurance carrier and repairs
can be made.

Also, the same week, the building apparently
suffered a lightening strike. They were without
power for two days (but never ceased
operations!). They also suffered the loss of
computer equipment, printers, and televisions
including the big screen television in the men’s
lounge area.

In my conversations with Mr. Glass and the staff
at NCM it is clear that we at AUUC hold a sp¢
place in their hearts and that our efforts to
support them are greatly appreciated.

Well folks, on with a new church year! If we
accept the challenges ahead, face them with faith
in our abilities, and do our best the rewards we
reap throughout the year will be many.

Evelyn Fowlel
Sproa

Evelyn Sproat died at her home in Kirkwood, a
suburb of St. Louis, Missouri on 21 June 2007.
She was 99 years old. Evelyn was a former
member of our congregation and our oldest and
longest-term friend. She was the last of our
friends who had first-hand knowledge of the \
early days of our congregation.

Evelyn's parents, William and Emily Fowler, |

in what is now referred to as Perry Hilltop and
were early members of our congregation.
William Fowler was a carpenter and helped with
the church's construction. Evelyn and her
siblings began attending the church at an early
age. After George Sproat married Evelyn (in the
Unitarian House), he, too, became active; and
later their two daughters participated in the
Sunday School and music programs. In the
1940’s, 1950’s and early 1960’s, Evelyn and
George were actively involved in all aspects (
congregation. No job was too large or too sn
Evelyn helped to organize the Women's Alliance
fund raisers, including the monthly dinners and
the annual rummage sales and bazaars. She
sewed curtains and slipcovers for the church and
Unitarian House, kept the kitchen organized,
typed the church bulletin. Meanwhile, George
could—and did—fix everything related to the
physical facilities. For example, it was he who
procured and installed the furnace in the church
basement that was replaced only a few years ago
during the Founders Hall renovations.

A new job for George took the Sproats to
Kirkwood in 1962. Evelyn and George became
active in the Eliot Unitarian Chapel near their
home and they kept in close touch with their
church friends in Pittsburgh. Evelyn stayed in
Kirkwood after George died in 1993. She enj
working in her garden, and she was an
extraordinary seamstress and a wonderful letter-



writer. She looked forward to reading our  Evelyn Fowler
newsletter every month and frequently asked Sproat
questions about the developments that were continued
reported. She was fortunate to enjoy good ht

and to remain independent and live in her home

until her death. Evelyn's two daughters,

Katherine and Dorothy, survive her, as do three
granddaughters, a great-granddaughter, and two

great step-grandsons. Evelyn leaves a wonderful

legacy of friendship, dedication, hard work and

life-long support of our congregation.

In FYO7 which ended on June 30, participants
purchased $76,600.00 worth of Giant Eagle gift
cards. Allegheny UU Church earned 5% of that
amount or $3,830.00. Many thanks to all who
took part. If you shop at Giant Eagle, this is a
great way for the congregation to help raise
funds.

On the first Sunday of the month, we accept
orders and payment. Checks should be made
payable to Allegheny UU Church. A note on the
memo line indicating Giant Eagle is useful for
money handlers. That week, the order is placed.
On the second Sunday, the cards are distributed.

Allegheny UU Church receives 5% of the order
immediately. If you order $100, we pay Giant
Eagle $95 and keep $5.00. You receive a card
worth $100 at Giant Eagle.

You use the card like casbr food, gasoline at
GetGo stations, prescriptions, videos, photos,
lunch at a Giant Eagle café, etc., or anything else
that Giant Eagle sells. If you have a Giant Eagle
Advantage card, you earn ten cents off every
gallon of gas for each $50.00 you spend at Giant
Eagle. Just think, lower priced gasoline and a
contribution to the church!

We really appreciate standing orders for
simplicity sake, but accept changes to your
standing order on the first Sunday when
necessary. We also try to have a limited amount
of extra cards for emergencies. If you want to be
sure to receive your cards, place an order. Cards
may be purchased multiples of $25, $50 or $100.

Across time and culture, people have long Let It Be A Dance
understood the power of dance to heal, to

strengthen community and to connect us with

the natural world, with spirit and with the

deepest aspects of our humanity.

Come explore the power of ecstatic dance on
Sunday 23 September, after coffee hour,
(approximately 12 noon) in Founders Hall.

We will be using "The Wave," a video by
Gabrielle Roth, author of Sweat Your Prayers, to
loosely guide our dance through five universal
rhythms.

This is a high-energy dance experience and,
that will mean different things for different
people, you should expect to sweat. You may
want to bring a towel for when we are done.

It's also a good idea to wear loose, cool,
comfortable clothing.
